This booklet provides the insurance statistics compiled by the Non-Life Insurance Rating
Organization of Japan (NLIRO) for the following lines of insurance for which NLIRO develops the

Reference Loss Cost Rates or Standard Full Rates.

Reference Loss Cost Rates: Fire Insurance, Automobile Insurance (Voluntary) and Personal
Accident Insurance

Standard Full Rates : Earthquake Insurance and Compulsory Automobile Liability
Insurance (CALI)

Explanatory Notes

Figures of this booklet are compiled based on the data reported by member non-life insurers in
order for NLIRO to calculate Reference Loss Cost Rates and Standard Full Rates. Therefore,
they do not include all insurance products provided in the market.

“Fiscal year” represents the period starting on April 1 of the year and ending on March 31 of
the following year.

“No. of Policies” in the “Contracts” columns or “No. of Vehicles” represents respectively the
number of policies put into effect or the number of vehicles insured during the fiscal year,
unless otherwise specified.

“No. of Insureds” in the “Contracts” columns represents the number of persons insured during
the fiscal year.

“Insured Amounts” in the “Contracts” columns represents the insured amounts of policies put
into effect during the fiscal year.

“Premiums Written” represents the premiums from contracts put into effect during the fiscal
year and adjusted due to alterations and cancellations of the contracts, unless otherwise
specified.

“No. of Claims” in the “Claims” columns represents the number of claims paid during the
fiscal year. “No. of Victims” in Personal Accident Insurance represents the accumulative
number of insureds who received claims during the fiscal year.

“Claims Paid” in the “Claims” columns represents the amount of claims paid during the fiscal
year.

Figures in the “Policies in Force” columns in Earthquake Insurance represent the figures of
contracts in force at the end of the fiscal year.

contracts underwritten by non-life insurers under the Automobile Liability Security Law.

The premiums for fiscal years from 2002 through 2007 include “Subsidies appropriated for
premiums, etc.” The subsidies were set up to refund a part of the cumulative invested profits of
the Automobile Liability Reinsurance Special Account to policyholders as a result of abolition of
the Government Reinsurance System. Government grants the subsidies to insurance companies
in order to appropriate for a part of the premiums, and policyholders pay the premiums less the

subsidies.
